The government’s proposal, submitted on November 30th, 
does not at all meet the expectations of the members of the 
organizations that make up the Common Front. The govern-
ment’s proposal only offers 7% to cover all the labour costs, 
maintain salary equity, retirement, etc., which does not in any 
way guarantee a salary increase for the workers.

paid in other sectors of the economy. The go-
vernment must act now to attract qualified 
manpower and to retain those with experience.

So, the government’s 
proposal does not offer any solution to the 
labour shortage, because it contributes rather 
to the deterioration of working conditions in 
public services.
