Meeting in a Special Federal Council on November 1 and 2, the delegates of
the Federation were informed of the very modest progress in the negotiations
with the government. Faced with a flagrant lack of interest in concluding a
negotiated settlement on the basis of the FIQ demands, the delegation asked
the coordinating team for the negotiations to stop the meetings with the
Comité patronal de négociation until the government demonstrates a real
willingness to offer the healthcare professionals better working conditions.
More than ever, the members must apply pressure tactics and locally
denounce their employers in order to reach a satisfactory settlement.
